Shinfield

In Shinfield Parish, the villages of Shinfield, Spencers
Wood and Three Mile Cross are being extended and
together comprise one of our major development
areas.

School Green Centre is a new community centre
where Shinfield Parish Council are located. There
are lots of rooms to hire, a cafe and library there
too.

The University of Reading has also built the
Thames Valley Science and Innovation Park which
is accessed from the Shinfield Eastern Relief Road.

School Green and

Hollow Lane Bus Stops
Leopard 3 provides a bus every 20 minutes from School
Green or Hollow Lane bus stops to Reading town
centre via Shinfield and the Royal Berkshire Hospital. In

the opposite direction the Leopard 3 travels every 20
minutes to Arborfield and hourly to Wokingham.

The hourly 600 bus also stops at School Green or Hollow
Lane bus stops It takes approximately 10 minutes to
walk from Shinfield Gardens to the School Green or
Hollow Lane bus stop.

Park and Ride to Reading

A park and ride service operates from Mereoak Park
& Ride at Mereoak Lane, Grazeley. The site provides
nearly 600 parking spaces, plus cycle and motorcycle
parking. Reading Buses, Greenwave service provides
a fast and frequent service between the site and
Reading town centre and Reading train station. Park
and ride fares include a parking fee of £1.00 per
day. Concessionary passes are valid for bus travel in
accordance with the scheme conditions, but pass-
holders will be asked to pay a £1.00 parking fee.

Although the upfront cost of purchasing an electric
vehicle is higher, savings are made in the longer
term with lower running costs. Electric vehicles have
lower servicing and maintenance costs due to having
fewer mechanical components as well as being more
cost effective to charge than petrol cars. Electric
charging points are provided locally in the Carnival
Pool and Shute End Car Parks in Wokingham. There
are also electric charging points at Wokingham, Fleet
and Farnborough train station car parks.
